While we might not like a priest for his bad habits,
sins, or manner of life this is the “person” side of his
priesthood. We perhaps need not like the man but re-
member the collar worn by so many good priests.

We have a number of priests who are quite ill still very
young. We have a number of priests dealing with stressful
situations which come from their families or their minis-
tries.

Please pray for the physical, spiritual, and emotional
health of the priests of our Diocese.
