APRIL 23, 2017 

From Pastor’s Desk 

Every year we celebrate Easter for seven weeks – “a 
week of weeks” – because we need all this time to appre-
ciate all the new things that God is doing in our lives. 

Today is the Second Sunday of Easter but it is formerly 
referred to as “Doubting Thomas” Sunday and most re-
cently through the efforts of Saint Pope John Paul II 
“Divine Mercy” Sunday. 

On this Sunday we focus on the early Church and how 

those disciples received and spread the Good News 
(Gospel) of God’s merciful love. Mercy is the forgiving or 
forgetting of our mistakes or transgressions. God forgives 
all who sincerely strive to live right and just lives. 

St. Peter in our Second Reading speaks directly to us 
about our faith: “Even though you do not see Him now 

yet believe in Him.” This prepares us for Jesus’ final Be-
atitude: “Blessed are those who have not seen and have 
believed.” As we hear these sacred scriptures today, es-
pecially the story of Thomas the Doubter, let us listen for 
the passages and words that speak to our own faith so 

that we may grow in loving our Risen Lord.

PREP/CCD : A child preparing to receive any Sacrament must be a practicing Catholic and in a Religious Education Pro-

gram for two consecutive years immediately prior to receiving the Sacrament.  CCD/PREP families must be  

registered parishioners.
